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Attaching the bridge ground wire
     It is common to “ground” (earth) the strings on guitars that have 
     passive pickups. Included with the system is a black wire with a single 
     black connector attached. Also included is an IDC connector for 
     connecting the two wires together. Insert the bridge ground wire,
     and the connector wire into the IDC connector, crimp the connector
     with a pair of pliers until it snaps and this will connect the two wires. 
     You don’t need to strip the insulation from the wires. Push the black 
     connector onto a free ground terminal (GND) of the volume control 
     as shown in the diagram. This will ground the strings to the system. 
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
